On the remote control, press TV once. Then press and hold SETUP
until the TV key blinks twice, then release SETUP

. Press the POWER key once
. Aim the remote control at the TV

. Press the OCHANNELUPO key to start searching upward at

approximately 5 seconds interval for each code set
Note: In this search mode, the remote control will send
IR codes from the library starting from the lowest code
set number to the end of code set for that device.
